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Fin Drop: 3 inches / 7.6 cm
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Make sure the loop opening is large
enough for the main halyard shackle
for a typical 72-foot yacht. The loop
should be angled in the direction of the
pull, canted about 20 degrees forward.

Sailcloth weight is at the
sailmaker's option. Original
FinDelta disign calls for Orange
storm sail cloth for the fin. The
orange color is for safety as it
shows well in rainy and foggy
anchorages. A led lamp hung
between the wings causes the sail
to "glow" at night.

wd Gee / sayoul gel

Corner grommets sized for
larger boat; sailmaker's
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Single grommet to allow a line
to be tied to boom for extra
firm hold to keep sail from
moving. Not normally needed.

Grommet in each wing. Run a line
connecting them to "trim" the
wings, changing their angle. Good
option if boat has a narrow stern.
